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Abstract: Taking Yantai VIS design as breakthrough point, on the basis of field investigation and system research, it
discussed the disadvantage of urban visual identity. Combined with the excellent urban VIS design cases, from human
character, city landmark, and traditional color etc. of Yantai, it explored the cultural image of visual identification design
and put forward core identification system for urban VIS design including planning design project of urban logo, urban

standard fonts, urban standard color and application identification system etc. which provided a reference design theory

and practice mode for urban planning departments.
