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ABSTRACT: It analyzes the evolution of the binding level of British paper books in a particular historical period. By
comparing the European book binding styles before the industrial revolution, including the social, technological and cul-
tural changes brought about by the industrial revolution, the influence of the British publications is studied separately. The
social environment and the industrial revolution brought technological progress and the design of British book released
from medieval cumbersome binding and the overall style is more diversified and concise and the division of labor in the
book is more clear: font, design, cover, layout, illustration and photography later are more specialized. Thisis a period of
great progress in the publishing industry and even in Europe.
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
