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Dual Construction of Text Symbolsin Visual Communication Design

ABSTRACT: The work aims to analyze the duality of text construction in visual communication design. With the design
application of texts as a clue, through the semiotic analysis of design practice, the intrinsic attributes, structure and func-
tion of texts were discussed from the semantics and form.
